 Selection Criteria

Eligible organizations must have a charitable purpose and provide services within the Barry County area. Priority consideration will be given to programs that:

Bring matching funds and/or in-kind resources to the project.

Are inclusive (include a broad and diverse population within the project itself.)

Are widely accessible.

Are collaborative.

Make use of volunteers.

Are new and innovative. 

The NGF is particularly interested in providing seed money for model projects.
Use of Grant Funds

Uses include programming, implementation (including transportation) and promotion, limited administrative costs.

Limitations include construction and capital expenses, annual giving and capital campaigns, normal operating expenses, religious or sectarian purposes, computer hardware, individuals, advocacy or political purposes, loans, multi-year funding, re-granting, reimbursements, fundraising projects.
How to apply

A grant applicant must:

Complete the attached application form (or contact the Barry Community Foundation to receive a copy), stating the purpose of your project, the history of the applicant organization, and the number of residents  involved and affected by the project.

Applicants are to be submitted electronically to Laurie@barrycf.org without attachments. Please deliver or mail one original with attachments to the Barry Community Foundation no later than the stated deadline.
Review process

The NGF will review each application. Foundation staff and/or the NGF may ask to meet with representatives from the applicant organization. NGF recommendations for funding will be brought to the Barry Community Foundation’s Board of Directors for final approval. All applicants will be notified by mail of the NGF’s decisions.

In the event that a grant is denied, reasons may be given upon request in order to better the program. Resubmitted proposals will be considered as new proposals. Contact the Barry Community Foundation at (269) 945-0526 for advice on improving a grant proposal

GRANT MAKING GUIDELINES
1.
In general, all grants will be for items/services that provide a direct benefit to the people of Barry 

County.

2.  
Grants are not made to benefit any particular private organization, including churches.

3.
Usually, grants are given on a one-time basis.  BCF will NOT make grants for funding normal 

operating expenses or regularly upgrading equipment.

4.  
Ideally, the applicant is investing in the project and not expecting the foundation to fund the 

project in total.

5.  
The foundation is willing to pool its fund with those of other foundations.

6.  
The project results must be measurable and measured in a follow up report to the Community 

Foundation.

GLOSSARY OF TERMS
Outcome:  The intended impact or results a program or project is trying to produce.

Project:  A planned undertaking or organized set of services designed to achieve specific outcomes that begin and end within the grant period.  (Note:  A successful project may become an ongoing program of the organization.)

Program:  An organized set of services designed to achieve specific outcomes for a specified population that will continue beyond the grant period.

Capital Request:  A planned undertaking to purchase, build or renovate a space or building or to acquire equipment.

General Operating Support:  Grant funds to support the ongoing services, mission or goals of an organization.
